Advancing Economic Development and Integration through English for Economics, in Serbia-Montenegro and Albania, January 19-23, 2004

Program Description:

In accordance with Posts’ MPP priorities of economic development and regional cooperation, English Language Specialist Dr. Susan S. Johnston led successful sessions and consultations on English for Economics (ESP in Econ) in Podgorica, Serbia-Montenegro and Tirana, Albania.  Dr. Johnston worked with representatives from local tertiary institutions, and ministries of economics and education.  Aiming at regional economic development and assisting Montenegro and Albania in acquiring quality integration into international fora, a highly relevant program was conducted that sparked greater awareness of and competence in the subject area.  During the program local stakeholders also wrote up Mission Statements, an essential document they had not had before, and then started active sessions on reevaluating the standards and functions of their organization with a special focus on fields of ESP in Econ.  All participants were actively engaged and further developed contacts.  As follow-up, post strongly encourages another program in the region for an ESP in Econ Specialist this autumn.  The program strongly contributed to RELO Budapest’s continued efforts to further enhance mutual understanding and economic growth on a regional and international level.

Results:  

Based on program feedback, the program has undoubtedly enabled participants to also design, implement and maintain a more modern curriculum/materials structure, and it sparked a more progressive approach to the ESP theme.  The English Language Specialist’s program resulted in greater local knowledge and skills in both generic and specific senses.
