Slovakia’s Learner Independence SIG, as a part of SAUA SATE (the national English teachers association), would like to invite the members of IATEFL Hungary to a conference in Kosice, March 21-23. All like-minded people who are interested in such topics are warmly welcomed to attend.

The theme/title for the conference is 'Getting Unstuck'. The LI SIG in Slovakia was quite active 2 or 3 years ago, but the last couple years there has been a lull in activity--hence, the title. The major aims of the conference are: to re-energize and get the motivation back, to share and discuss experiences over the last couple years, to analyze essential steps and further developmental goals, and to gain contacts and experience from people in neighboring countries in order to cooperate more in the future.

Kosice is located in eastern Slovakia about 80 km north of Miskolc. There are at least 5 daily trains between Kosice and Miskolc, and 1 IC train between Kosice and Budapest.

Therefore, just contact the conference organizer (see below) about your intent to go, and then when you arrive we will deal with the paying of money, registration, etc. The deadline for registering is theoretically March 1, but for foreign guests that will not apply; but do let us know as soon as you can.
